INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE AND STRATEGIES

The investment objective of the Portland Canadian Balanced Fund (the
Fund) remains as discussed in the prospectus. The Fund's objective is
to provide positive long-term total returns, consisting of both income
and capital gains by investing primarily in a portfolio of fixed income
securities and Canadian equities. The Fund seeks to provide income
and capital growth by investing in a diversified portfolio of common
equities, preferred shares, income securities and exchange-traded
funds (ETFs). The Fund may invest up to 49% in foreign securities in a
manner consistent with its investment objective.

RISK

The overall risk level has not changed for the Fund and remains as
discussed in the Prospectus. Investors should be able to accept a low
to medium to high level of risk and plan to hold for the medium to
long term.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS

For the year ended September 30, 2017, the Fund had a return of 15.6%.
For the same period, the Fund's benchmark, the S&P/TSX Composite
Total Return Index, had a return of 9.2%. For the full period since
launch of the Fund on October 31, 2012 to September 30, 2017, the
Fund had an annualized return of 11.2%. For the same period, the S&P/
TSX Composite Total Return Index had an annualized return of 8.0%.
Unlike the Index, the Fund’s return is after the deduction of its fees and
expenses.

The Fund's net asset value at September 30, 2017 was $8.2 million. On
a cumulative basis since its inception, the Fund has experienced both
positive net sales and positive investment performance. Asset mix as
at September 30, 2017 was common equities, 79.7%; preferred share
exchange-traded funds, 13.5%; and cash and other net assets, 6.8%. By
geography, net assets were invested 90.4% in Canada and 9.6% in the
United States.

The top five contributors to the Fund's performance were Citigroup
Inc., The Toronto-Dominion Bank, JPMorgan Chase & Co., Royal Bank
of Canada and Wells Fargo & Company. All of those businesses are
banks, which exhibited strong performance subsequent to purchase as
their financial results allayed previous market fears about credit losses.
Investor enthusiasm was further aided by higher interest rates, which
are expected to boost bank profits, and by the prospect in the United
States of a reduced regulatory burden and lower corporate tax rates.

The only common equity holding which exhibited a negative
performance during the period was RioCan Real Estate Investment
Trust. This investment was acquired in the latter part of the period and
its impact on performance was not material. The Fund’s holdings of
cash and short-term investments were a drag on performance as, given
the strong performance of equities generally and of the Fund's equity
holdings in particular during the period, the Fund's performance would
have been even stronger had it been entirely invested in equities and
held no cash.

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS

Over the last five years, the average valuation of North American equity
markets has appreciated at a faster rate than have corporate earnings.
As a result, equity market valuations, such as price-earnings ratios, have
generally increased. At the same time, interest rates, and therefore the
yields on fixed income securities, have remained at historically low levels.
In this environment, it has become more difficult to find attractively
valued securities of high quality, financially strong issuers. One group of
companies that we believe is reasonably valued, offering attractive total
return prospects and average downside risks, is the common shares of
leading Canadian banks. As a result, at September 30, 2017, Canadian
bank stocks accounted for 37.2% of the Fund's net asset value. Another
investment area that we believe offers attractive total return prospects,
and is very defensive, is utilities. These comprise 17.8% of the Fund's net
asset value. The portfolio management team continues to believe that
the Fund'’s focused portfolio of high quality companies positions the
Fund well to meet its investment objective over the longer term.

Effective April 20, 2017, the Fund no longer offered Series G units.
RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Fund’s manager is Portland Investment Counsel Inc. (the Manager).
The Manager is responsible for the day-to-day operation of and for
providing investment management services to the Fund. The Manager
receives a fee for providing these services. This is calculated daily based
on the net asset value of the Fund and paid monthly. During the
period ended September 30, 2017, the Manager received $95,268 in
management fees from the Fund compared to $69,172 for the period
ended September 30, 2016 (net of applicable taxes).

Any administrative services paid for or provided by the Manager are
charged to the Fund and are grouped and presented by expense type in
the statements of comprehensive income. Depending on their nature,
some expenditures are allocated to the Fund based upon the net asset
value or actual costs incurred. During the period ended September 30,
2017, the Manager was reimbursed $36,122 for operating expenses
incurred on behalf of the Fund, including amounts paid to affiliates,
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net of applicable taxes. This compares to $22,499 for period ended
September 30, 2016. In addition to the amounts reimbursed, the
Manager absorbed $69,040 of operating expenses during the period
ended September 30, 2017 compared to $78,320 during the period
ended September 30, 2016 (net of applicable taxes).

Affiliates of the Manager provide administrative services associated with
the day-to-day operations of the Fund. These affiliates of the Manager
were reimbursed $2,237 during the period ended September 30, 2017
by the Fund for such services, compared to $2,581 during the period
ended September 30, 2016.

The Manager, its affiliates, officers and directors of the Manager (Related
Parties) may own units of the Fund. Transactions to purchase or redeem
units are made at net asset value per unit. Standing instructions from
the Independent Review Committee were not required or obtained
for such transactions. As at September 30, 2017, Related Parties owned
2.2% (September 30, 2016: 1.9%) of the Fund.

The Board of Directors of the Manager is responsible for reviewing and
approving the financial statements and overseeing management’s
performance of its financial reporting responsibilities.

The trading expense ratio (TER) represents total commissions
and other portfolio transaction costs expressed as an annualized
percentage of the daily average net asset value of the Fund.

The TER is calculated taking into consideration the costs
attributable to its investment in ETFs.

The Fund’s portfolio turnover rate indicates how actively the
Fund's portfolio advisor manages its portfolio investments. A
portfolio turnover rate of 100% is equivalent to a fund buying and
selling all of the securities in its portfolio once in the course of
the period. The higher a fund’s portfolio turnover rate in a period,
the greater the trading costs payable by the fund in the period,
and the greater the chance of an investor receiving taxable capital
gains in the period. There is not necessarily a relationship between
a high turnover rate and the performance of a fund.

Portfolio turnover rate is calculated based on the lesser of the
cumulative cost of purchases or cumulative proceeds of sales
divided by the average market value of the portfolio, excluding
short-term investments.
