INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE AND STRATEGIES

The investment objective of the Portland Canadian Balanced Fund (the
Fund) is to provide positive long-term total returns, consisting of both
income and capital gains by investing primarily in a portfolio of fixed
income securities and Canadian equities. The Fund seeks to provide
income and capital growth by investing in a diversified portfolio of
common equities, preferred shares, income securities and exchange
traded funds (ETFs). The Fund may invest up to 49% in foreign securities
in a manner consistent with its investment objective.

RISK

The overall risk level has not changed for the Fund. Investors should be
able to accept a low to medium level of risk and plan to hold for the
medium to long term.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS

For the six months ended March 31, 2023, the Fund'’s Series F units had
a return of 5.75%. For the same period, the Fund's Blended Benchmark
(which is a composite consisting of 60% of the return of the MSCI
Canada Index and 40% of the return of the iShares Core Canadian
Universe Bond Index ETF TR) had a return of 7.66%. For the full period
since inception of the Fund on October 31, 2012 to March 31, 2023, the
Fund's Series F units had an annualized return of 8.14%. For the same
period, the Blended Benchmark had an annualized return of 4.95%.
Unlike the Blended Benchmark, the Fund's return is after the deduction
of its fees and expenses.

The Fund's net asset value at March 31, 2023 was $36.3 million. Asset
mix at March 31, 2023 was common equities, 72.8%; cash and cash
equivalents, 15.2%; preferred share ETFs, 11.6%; forward currency
contracts, 0.5%; and other net assets (liabilities), (0.1%). By sector,
assets were invested in financials, 55.5%; cash and cash equivalents,
15.2%; exchange-traded funds, 11.6%; communication services, 8.4%;

industrials, 5.4%; consumer discretionary, 2.8%; energy, 0.7%; forward
currency contracts, 0.5%; and other net assets (liabilities), (0.1%). By
geography, assets were invested in securities of issuers based in Canada,
54.2%; United States, 20.1%, cash and cash equivalents, 15.2%; Cayman
Islands, 5.4%; United Kingdom, 4.7%; forward currency contracts, 0.5%;
and other net assets (liabilities), (0.1%).

Over the last year, interest rates rose sharply as central banks attempted
to reduce undesirably high rates of inflation. These higher interest rates
depressed the values of longer-term bonds and other fixed income
securities and contributed to much lower equity markets that fell
sharply from their highs. Much of those declines appear to have run their
course by September 30, 2022. That is why, for the six months ended
March 31, 2023, the Fund enjoyed positive performance as described
above. The two largest contributors to the Fund's performance in that
period were Great-West Lifeco Inc. and Citigroup Inc. The two largest
detractors from the Fund's performance in the period, whose returns
were just slightly negative, were Canadian Imperial Bank of Commerce
and The Toronto-Dominion Bank.

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS

As at March 31, 2023, the Fund’s common equity investments
comprised 72.8% of its net asset value. If we believe that common
equity valuations are sufficiently attractive, we are prepared to increase
the common equity weight to as high as 90%, with the increment to
be funded primarily by reducing the Fund’s cash holding. Investment
of the cash, together with positive performance of the Fund’s existing
investments, would be expected to enhance future fund performance.

On April 5, 2023, the Manager announced a change to the risk rating
of the Fund from low to medium to medium level of risk. There are no
changes to the investment objectives or strategies of the Fund.

RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Manager is responsible for the day-to-day operation of and for
providing investment management services to the Fund. The Manager
receives a fee for providing these services. This is calculated daily based
on the net asset value of the Fund and paid monthly. During the six-
month period ended March 31, 2023, the Manager received $230,290
in management fees from the Fund, net of applicable taxes (March 31,
2022:$250,277).

Any administrative services paid for or provided by the Manager are
charged to the Fund and are grouped and presented by expense type
in the statements of comprehensive income (loss). Depending on
their nature, some expenditures are allocated to the Fund based on a
variety of methods including net asset value or actual costs incurred.
During the six-month period ended March 31, 2023, the Manager was
reimbursed $104,604 for operating expenses incurred on behalf of the
Fund, including amounts paid to affiliates, net of applicable taxes (March
31, 2022: $115,391). Affiliates of the Manager provide administrative
services associated with the day-to-day operations of the Fund. These
affiliates of the Manager were reimbursed $442 during the six-month
period ended March 31, 2023 by the Fund for such services (March 31,
2022: $631).
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The Manager and/or its affiliates and key management personnel of
the Manager and their family (collectively referred to as Related Parties)
may invest in units of the Fund from time to time in the normal course
of business. Transactions to purchase or redeem units are made at net
asset value per unit. Standing instructions from the independent review
committee (IRC), as described below, were not required or obtained for
such transactions. As at March 31, 2023, Related Parties owned 2,798
shares of the Fund (March 31, 2022: 3,189).

The Fund has received standing instructions from the Fund's IRC. The
standing instructions constitutes a written recommendation from the
IRC that permits the Manager to proceed with specific action(s) set outin
the standing instructions on an ongoing basis as detailed in the annual
IRC Report to Securityholders. The standing instructions are designed
to ensure that the Manager's actions are carried out in accordance
with National Instrument 81-107 - Independent Review Committee for
Investment Funds and the Manager’s policies and procedures in order
to achieve a fair and reasonable result for the Fund. The IRC reviews
reports periodically, at least annually, which assess compliance with
applicable conflicts of interest policies and standing instructions.

Except as otherwise noted above, the Fund was not a party to any
related party transactions during the six-month period ended March
31,2023.

The Board of Directors of the Manager is responsible for reviewing and
approving the financial statements and overseeing management’s
performance of its financial reporting responsibilities.

For the remaining periods,
the information is derived from the Fund's audited annual financial
statements prepared in accordance with International Financial
Reporting Standards. The net assets per security presented in the
financial statements may differ from the net asset value calculated
for fund pricing purposes.

Net assets and distributions are based on the actual number of
units outstanding at the relevant time. The increase/decrease
from operations is based on the weighted daily average number
of units outstanding over the financial period.

Distributions are paid out in cash/reinvested in additional units of
the Fund, or both.

This is not a reconciliation of the beginning and ending net assets
per unit.

The management expense ratio (MER) is based on total expenses
(excluding foreign withholding taxes, commissions and other
portfolio transaction costs but including management fee
distributions paid to certain unitholders in the form of additional
units) for the stated period and is expressed as an annualized
percentage of daily average net asset value during the period. The
Manager may absorb certain expenses otherwise payable by the
Fund. The amount of expenses absorbed is determined annually
at the discretion of the Manager.

The Fund may hold investments in exchange traded funds (ETFs).
The MER is calculated taking into consideration the expenses of
the Fund allocated to the series including expenses indirectly
attributable to its investment in the ETFs divided by the average
daily NAV of the series of the Fund during the period.

On April 20, 2020, the management fees decreased from
2.00% and 1.00% to 1.75% and 0.75% on Series A and Series F,
respectively. For the year ended September 30, 2020, if the
change in management fees had been effective since the start
of that financial year, the MER after waivers or absorptions would
have been 2.56% and 1.43% on Series A and Series F, respectively.

The trading expense ratio (TER) represents total commissions
and other portfolio transaction costs expressed as an annualized
percentage of the daily average net asset value of the Fund during
the period.

The TER is calculated taking into consideration the costs
attributable to its investment in ETFs.

The Fund’s portfolio turnover rate indicates how actively the
Fund's portfolio advisor manages its portfolio investments. A
portfolio turnover rate of 100% is equivalent to a fund buying and
selling all of the securities in its portfolio once in the course of
the period. The higher a fund’s portfolio turnover rate in a period,
the greater the trading costs payable by the fund in the period,
and the greater the chance of an investor receiving taxable capital
gains in the period. There is not necessarily a relationship between
a high turnover rate and the performance of a fund.

Portfolio turnover rate is calculated based on the lesser of the
cumulative cost of purchases or cumulative proceeds of sales
divided by the average market value of the portfolio, excluding
short-term investments.
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
